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Who We Are

In operation since 1961, the Nearly New Shop is
owned and operated by The Junior League of
Morristown, Inc. which is a non-profit
organization for women that serves Morris and
Somerset counties through a program of projects
and services, while providing meaningful training
and volunteer experiences for its members.

Donation Policy

Donations are accepted during business hours.
Tax receipts are provided, with the value to be set
by the donor. Please bring clothing donations
appropriate for the current season.

Consignment Policy

Consignors receive 50% of the selling price of each
item. After 3 weeks, the item is reduced to 50% off
the original selling price. The consignor will
receive 50% of the reduced sale price. After 5
weeks, the item is reduced to 75% off, and
becomes property of the Shop as a donation to
local charities.

There is a limit of 10 clothing articles and 10
household items per week.

Due to space limitations, we reserve the right to
refuse any category of merchandise at any time.

Checks are automatically mailed out
approximately every 8 weeks. No checks under
$5.00 will be issued until year-end.

Registration Fee
There is an annual registration of $15.00 payable at
the time a consignment account is opened.

What is Acceptable

The Nearly New Shop accepts quality
clothing, accessories, and housewares for
the entire family. Clothing must be clean,
pressed, in season and in current fashion.
Other items suitable for consignment
include perfume, jewelry, china, antiques,
glassware, small appliances in good repair,
linens, and bedspreads. No stuffed
animals without tags. No used toys,
games, or personal grooming appliances
can be accepted.

WE RESERVE THE RIGHT TO REJECT
ANY ITEMS WE FEEL ARE NOT
SALABLE. NO SPOTS, TEARS, OR
SOILED ITEMS ACCEPTED.

Pricing

The initial minimum sale price is $6.00 for
adult items, $4.00 for children's clothing,
and $4.00 for houseware items.

All articles shall be priced after they are
accepted for consignment by a Pricing
Committee. They shall make every effort
to assign a fair selling price. Original
price, manufacturer, and condition of the
merchandise determine a fair selling price.
This policy will ensure more consistent
pricing and will be beneficial to the Nearly
New Shop and consignor.

We reserve the right to donate, without
notification, any unsold or unacceptable
items to charitable organizations.

The Shop is not responsible for lost,
stolen, or damaged articles.
